My research is extensive and includes the following studies.

My academic career began with the study of Marxism, particularly alienation theory,
and my research interest extended to sociological theories. During my Master's degree,
I developed trust theories in the social sciences (sociology, political science, economics,
psychology, management, etc.), as well as Niklas Luhmann's social systems theory. My
doctoral research explored the political philosophies of (post-)multiculturalism and
applied them to the analysis of social integration policies in the United Kingdom. This
resulted in my publication, Liberal Nationalism and Multiculturalism: Social
Integration and Muslims in the UK (Keiso Shobo) in 2013.

Since then, I have conducted research in the UK, Malaysia, and Japan on the
research question, "How do contemporary Muslim women reconcile their faith and
participation in contemporary society?" During two extended stays in the UK, I
conducted interview research on the relationship between faith, identity, and social
integration among young Muslims, mainly second-generation immigrants of Asian
descent. The project's deliverables are Identity Theory of Reflexive Modernity- Second-
Generation British Muslims in Post-9/11 (Koyo Shobo) in 2020 and its English version,
Muslim and British Post-9/11° Identities in Reflexive Modernity, in 2023. In Japan, 1
conducted life history interviews with Japanese Muslim women. The aim of the
research is to explore the "strategies" they use to live as Muslims in a non-Islamic
society and to build relationships with their foreign Muslim husbands, as well as the
circumstances and motives behind their conversion. I also have explored the
relationship between faith and gender roles in Malaysia through interviews and focus
groups with middle-class Muslim women (e.g., college students, university lecturers,
and entrepreneurs).

Apart from the above research on Muslims, I conducted participatory
observations on the school adjustment of children with foreign roots in Aichi
Prefecture. As a volunteer in public schools and a staff in a non-profit organization, I
was involved in educational support activities for children with foreign roots and

investigated their difficulties and needs in Japanese society.



More recently, a new research project on Muslim women’s sports engagement
in the UK and Malaysia has been launched. This research project examines the politics
of control over Muslim women's bodies and their agency in the globalized world, where
diverse dynamics such as Islamization, commercialization of sport, preventive medicine
and health promotion, and the women's rights movement are at play. It aims to portray
an aspect of contemporary post-secularization by questioning how Muslim women
engage in sports activities amid Islamization and Westernization/modernization and
how they proactively engage with religion and secular society through the discipline
and expression of their bodies.

My seminars in the graduate program cover a range of topics related to

immigration, gender, and sociological theory. I plan to use journal articles and
academic books to teach students how to write articles as scientific reports. Through
seminars, [ will provide detailed guidance on how to write good papers and conduct
research while encouraging students to choose research themes based on their own
interests. My book is used as a guide to discuss the relationship between theory and

evidence, the structure of an article, tips for writing an essay, and research methods.
