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In my doctoral dissertation, La Représentation d'autrui en Angleterre au Japon a la veille du development
du capitalisme, which I submitted to the University of Paris VII, I studied what kind of changes occur
during the period of capitalism's formation, using literature, painting, and thought as subjects, and found
these changes in the "construction of the image of the other" (Achievement 1). With the same awareness
of the issue, I compared the cultural heritage systems of Japan and France from the perspective that
museums and cultural heritage systems were also born during the period of capitalism's formation,
focusing first on intangible cultural properties (Achievement 2). The results of my joint research with
French sociologists were published in 2002 in the book "Sociology of Cultural Heritage". A revised edition
of this book is currently under preparation (Achievement 3). As an extension, I also conducted research
on the World Heritage System (Achievement 11). On the other hand, I have been studying the issues of
fraud and violence that inevitably arise in conjunction with the capitalist system, presenting a perspective
on society from the perspective of fraud and gift-giving (Achievements 4 and 5), and showing how the
social transformations that occur in places where development is underway cause violence (Achievement
6). 6). With regard to violence, I have conducted research on how wars form nation-states, and I have also

conducted research on how nation-states create the concept of ethnicity (Achievement 7, 8). In addition,



I have published research on the Great Hanshin-Awaji Earthquake and depopulated areas in France
(Achievement 9 and 10).
