This course has two goals. First, students will thoroughly study Chinese pronunciation until they are capable of pronunciation on nearly the
same level as a native speaker of Chinese. Second, students will master the most basic experessions in Chinese including judgmental
sentences, existential possesive sentences, adjective predicate sentences, verb predicate sentences, and temporal expressions, using this
as a foundation to become capable of basic “listening, speaking, reading, and writing” skils.
