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The European Union and Africa: A new
Partnership between two Neighbors?

Since 2015, the refugee crisis has revealed the shortcomings of Europe’s
traditional foreign aid based development policies in Africa. In addition the EU,
which is with a share of 36% Africa’s largest trading partner, is facing ever fiercer
competition from China that is trying to establish strategic economic alliances
with African countries, often, however, criticized as ‘neo-colonialism’.

Reacting to both challenges, Jean-Claude Junker, president of the EU commission,
has in his speech about the state of the Union on the 12t of September
proposed a new partnership with Africa and the African Union, including a
continent-to-continent free trade agreement.

The seminar will shed light on a variety of EU-Africa related topics spanning from
trade and agriculture to social issues and cooperation between the European
and the African Union.
