Mount Allison Sophomore Semester in English (MASSIE) Program
Memorandum of Understanding (2005-2010)

This memorandum of understanding constitutes an agreement between Kwansei Gakuin
University (KGU) and Mount Allison University (MTA) for the continuation of the Mount Allison
Sophomore Semester in English (MASSIE) Program at MTA in Sackville, New Brunswick,
Canada. The participating units at the respective institutions are KGU’s Center for International
Education and Cooperation, KGU’s Language Center, and MTA’s MASSIE Program Office.

History

In February, 2000, KGU and MTA signed a memorandum of understanding which set in place the
terms and conditions of the first MASSIE Program (2000-2005). It was agreed that the first
student intake of KGU students at MTA would occur on September 1, 2000. Over the course of
the next five years, a total of 8 groups of KGU students attended MTA as part of the MASSIE
Program.

Terms of the Agreement

This agreement will be in place for a period of five years commencing May 1, 2005. Both parties
will assess the program annually and, subsequently, make any adjustments which are required.

Objective of the Agreement

MTA agrees to cooperate with KGU in facilitating the development of the participating KGU
students’ English language ability. MTA also agrees to provide activities, field trips, and other
opportunities for the participating students to experience authentic aspects of Canadian culture.
Furthermore, MTA will cooperate in integrating participating KGU students into the Canadian
university experience through on-campus, off-campus, and extracurricular student activities. Over
and above the linguistic aspects of the Program, it is hoped that the MASSIE Program will help to
facilitate within the participating KGU students’ a deeper awareness of and commitment to the
long-term value of cultural exchange and international communication.

Administrative Elements
MTA will:

* provide two 15-week sessions each year, one beginning in May and the other in September,
which will combine intensive English language studies with selected studies in Canadian
history, geography, society and culture;



provide the services of a full-time coordinator responsible for the development and ongoing
administration of the MASSIE Program;

inform KGU students about MTA’s extracurricular community and to encourage them to
participate fully in teams, clubs, and societies so as to maximize their Canadian university

experience;

assess KGU students’ progress in the language through regular testing and provide KGU with
the results in the form of an academic transcript;

permit KGU students whose level of English has reached MTA’s entrance requirements for
international students to remain at MTA as regular students beyond the conclusion of the
preceding MASSIE session, subject to the same provisions and restrictions as agreed upon
under the terms of the MTA-KGU Exchange Agreement;

provide KGU students with accommodation in the University’s residences, in the September
session by distributing KGU students throughout the residence system in double
accommodation with MTA roommates, and in the May session by providing single
accommodation in housing supervised by in-residence MTA student monitors;

pair KGU students enrolled in the May session with local families, which families will make
an effort to include KGU students in at least two regular family activities per month;

provide a post-arrival orientation for participating students;

provide each KGU student with any necessary documentation required for the procurement of
the necessary student visa, etc.;

provide arrival and departure assistance, including transport to and from the airport;
provide support and advisory services to KGU students;

pair KGU students for the duration of each session with English conversation partners with
whom KGU students will meet on a weekly basis;

require KGU students to submit a log of their meetings with their conversation partners to the
MASSIE coordinator at the end of each session; and

provide KGU with notice of the forthcoming year’s fees for each session by May 1.

KGU will:

provide a minimum of 20 KGU students for the May session and a minimum of 40 KGU
students for the September session, but not more than 50 KGU students for either session



without the prior agreement of MTA;

o coordinate the promotion and development of the program for both KGU’s university and
student communities;

a  ensure that all KGU students have a TOEFL score of at least 450;

e transfer the fees for a session to MTA’s Financial Services Department prior to the start of that
session;

provide orientation sessions and pre-departure material to participating KGU students; and

» identify a representative who can, in cooperation with MTA and the MASSIE coordinator,
evaluate and rule on policy issues which affect the Program.
