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Kwansei Gakuin is one of the most prestigious private schools in Japan, dating back to 1889, when it was founded by the American missionary,
Reverend Walter Russell Lambuth, M.D.. It is now a comprehensive and integrated educational institute with a university, college, junior college,
senior h school, junior high school, elementary school and kindergarten, all based on Christian principles.
