     (1) Full-time Instructor: Full-time instructors of a professional graduate school of the university excluding those to whom (2), (3) or (4) apply.
     (2) Full-time (Concurrent) Instructor: Full-time instructors of a professional graduate school who also work as a full-time instructor of other undergraduate or graduate school or the graduate
          school under which this professional graduate school is established as a graduate department, in conformity with the Supplementary Provision 2 of the Standards for the Establishment
          of Professional Graduate Schools. However, those who counted among full-time instructors of a doctoral course shall be excluded.
     (3) Instructors with Practical Experience: Full-time instructors of a professional graduate school who have a practical experience and ability stipulated in Paragraph 1, Article 2 of
          the 53th Public Notice of The Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology issued in 2003.
