7  In the “Part-Time Faculty” field, do not include full-time faculty who are affiliated with other colleges and departments, etc., but teach subjects in the relevant college or department (faculty members with concurrent positions).  (Ministry of Education Notice No. 53 of 2003) (Professional-Level Full-Time Faculty), and lecturers other than full-time faculty who have a teaching load of at least six credits per year, and are responsible for organizing education programs or managing other organizations that feature professional degree programs
