I specialize in disaster and environmental sociology. But, that's not as interesting as
media or social psychology, you might immediately think. Please wait a moment. I am
also studying ghosts and dreams in the wake of the 3.11 disaster. I understand why we
deal with temporary housing, evacuation, and other communities in disasters, but why
do we consider ghosts and dreams? If we discuss the phenomenon of ghosts appearing in
taxi cabs during disasters, it might make a little sense; featured on YAHOO! and Netflix,
10 million people learned of this phenomenon. When we translate disaster into the way
in which we relate to the dead, the conventional way of thinking about disaster, as
treated in sociology, is outdated.

Where do people go when they die? This is not a question that is limited to disasters,
but one that is universally asked by everyone. It is important to note that examining
disasters and the environment is not just a peripheral study, but a "fundamental" and
"Interesting" sociology.

In graduate school, based on fieldwork, we will consider what we should do to tame

the extraordinary, such as death, disasters, and the local environment. To use an
analogy: we will learn how to think about returning grilled fish to raw fish. Normally,
once a raw fish is grilled, it cannot return to its original state. However, sociology is
essentially a discipline that can transform grilled fish back into raw fish.
We will operate within the themes of the sociology of disaster and environmental
sociology, considering the interests of all participants. Basically, each of us will conduct
fieldwork and discussions. Only one important aspect of this process exists—we need to
find the "black swan.” If it is a white swan, anyone can look for it—you can locate it on
social networking sites or the Internet, which you are good at. There is no need for this.
However, if you look for even one black swan, it will change the concept (framework of
thinking) of the swan itself. Fieldwork, which involves the painstaking collection of data
in the field, is a way to fundamentally re-examine our own common sense. This requires
a young sensitivity that you possess. You have the potential to shake the world, and we
will challenge you by bringing your fresh sensibility into bloom.

Students have a "sense of smell" of things that specialists cannot necessarily capture.



I would like to run a graduate seminar that involves your "sense of sociology.”

When I was a student, I enjoyed a sense of sociology, but I could not follow the civil
sociology section. I thought that I needed a sociology that was appropriate for my size
since I had originally lived in the shopping district in front of the Ishibashi station in
Osaka. I entered this world when I heard about a class presented by a professor of
environmental sociology at that time that was based on fieldwork. If civil sociology is the
front, then the sociology of the common people focuses on the back and on the shadowy,
less visible world. The smartest methodology is the former, but if you want to pursue the

wrinkles of life, even if they are a challenge to explore, graduate school may be for you.
