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The purpose of the course is to give students a profound insight into the national
and regional economies of Europe and the specific environment these different
economies provide for business management. The course will explain different
economic structures of European countries and will give examples of representative
companies operating in these countries.
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The learning goals for students are to acquire a profound understanding of Europe’s
divers economic structures and traditions and realize how different the environment

is in these countries for companies to operate due to the these different economic
structures.
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
