ABSTRACT

This report examines the results of American elite attitudes. The questionnaire

research was conducted in the summer, 1997. Seven hundred and fifty question-

naires were sent from Japan to America with return envelopes, but without stamps,

and 220 were returned (29.3%). The questionnaire asked for information in 7

dimensions ;
1. Personal data such as age, sex, education, marital status, etc.
2. Job characteristics
3. Relationship with company
4. Human relationship with superiors
5. Human relationship with co-workers
6. Satisfaction with family, friends, work, pay, co-workers, company, and fringe
benefits
7. values in life

The same research was conducted in Japan and China so a three-nation compari-

son will be made in the future.
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
