Olivier Marc MILLET, born in Aix en Provence in 1955, entered Ecole Normale
Supérieure at the 5th rank among 55 successful applicants, and at the 5th rank also
among 75 successful candidates in the Concours d’agrégation. In 1980, doctorat du
troisieme cycle (Humanisme et réformateurs), professeur-ajoint & I'Université de
Nancy (1985 a 1991), in December 1990, Doctorat d’Etat, < Calvin et la dynamique de
la parole: Etude de rhétorique réformée >, in 1991, professeur at Université d’Aix en
Provence, then in October 1994, professor at Université de Paris>, and in April 1995,
professor Université de Basel.

In his thesis for the Doctorat d’Etat, Olivier Millet makes efforts to put the figure
of John Calvin, considered as a rhetorician and as an orator-writer, in the context of
the rhetoricae Classical Studies of the Renaissance. He succeeded this plan to give
attention to the development of the literary works of John Calvin.
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
