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A Social Psychological Study of Pilgrimage Behavior as Self Process (3 )

ABSTRACT

This study aims to describe and analyze the pilgrim’s behavior from the point of view of
self process. Interview subjects were 107 pilgrims who had visited Santigao de Compostela
in Spain by foot and by bicycle. The results indicated that there were two dimensional fac-
tors involved in the process of pilgrimage behavior; the form of pilgrimage, i.e. individual

vs. group; and motivational input variable, i.e. intensity and content of religious faith.
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
